I also agree that as a condition of and in consideration of acceptance of
entry, the Federation and/or the Competition may use or assign photographs, videos, audios, cable-casts,
broadcasts, internet, film, new media or other likenesses of me and my horse taken during the course of the
Competition for the promotion, coverage or benefit of the Competition, sport, or the Federation. Those like-
nesses shall not be used to advertise a product and they may not be used in such a way as to jeopardize
amateur status. I hereby expressly and irrevocably waive and release any rights in connection with such use,
including any claim to compensation, invasion of privacy, right of publicity, or to misappropriation. The con-
struction and application of Federation rules are governed by the laws of the State of New York, and any action
instituted against the Federation must be filed in New York State.
